 „On Principles of creation of the budget of the Supreme Court”  
Taking into account that the Cabinet in closed session on September 29 and October 6, 2009, decided basically to accept the draft law submitted „On system of remuneration of officials and empoyees of governmental and municipal institutions”; 

Taking into account that, while reviewing the draft law mentioned in the Cabinet, the government didn’t invite to participate representatives of the Supreme Court, and the draft law is inaccessible for public; 

Taking into account that judges cannot be mechanically equaled to remuneration of state official, as their functions and principles of activity differ essentially. In order to about-face the existing system, that was created with aim of strengthening of independence of courts and judges, the the legitimate aim should exist;

Taking into account that in the basis of judicial and democratic state there are independence, balance and mutual control of three independent branches of state power – the legislative power, executive power and judicial power;

Taking into account that in judicial and democratic state the situation, when financing of judicial power depends on goodwill of other branches of power, is inadmissible;
Taking into account that existence of the independent court is the basic provision for the state, in which the law and rights rule;

Being aware of necessity in the situation of economic crisis in the country to reduce financing, established for the court system,
The Plenum of the Supreme Court decided:
1. to admit that public inaccessibility of the draft law „On system of remuneration of officials and empoyees of governmental and municipal institutions” doesn’t match up with principles of judicial state and conflicts with Preambula, Item 1.1 and 1.6 of Declaration of the Government;
2. to call Saeima and the Cabinet to provide financial analysis of the budget of the Supreme Court, using the same procedure that has been established for analysis of the budget of Saeima;

3. to call Saeima and the Cabinet to keep the regulation of system of remuneration of judges in the law „On Judicial Power”.
